Readers Can Become Great Directors By:

· Imagining how a whole scene will go and getting the “big picture”.
· Deciding what advice and cues to give the actors in a scene.

· Wondering WHY characters act the way they do and figuring it out with our partners.

· Rereading a scene to understand it better.

· Using examples to explain why we think a character might feel a certain way.

· Noticing the clues the author gives about a character’s actions

· Noticing what a character is thinking

· Using what we know from our own lives to try to understand the characters

· Paying attention to patterns in the way a character acts and using the patterns to understand character traits

· Knowing the difference between a feeling and a trait and using this information to understand our characters
