We Can Step Into Our Characters’ Shoes By:

· Role-playing—becoming our characters

· Noticing clues that help us understand a character.  We can wonder: “What kind of character is he or she? What does he like or dislike? What does she/he really want?”

· Writing important clues about our characters on our post-its.

· Empathizing with our characters and imagining how they might feel.

· Showing our partner how a character might be feeling by speaking just like the character.

· Talking with our partners to get other ideas about how a character might be feeling.

· Rereading a part many times to better understand it.

· Making great word choices when describing a character.

· Getting ready to talk with partners by using post-its to hold our thoughts.

· Predicting what our character might say and how they’d say it.
